Team Sponsorship Commitment Form

The ACE Mentor Program of Greater Charlotte Metro – North Carolina, Inc. As a School Sponsor, UNC-Charlotte will:
· Recruit, provide, and sustain a group of mentors to facilitate an ACE program located at UNC-Charlotte throughout the 2016-2017 school year; 

· Create, schedule, and execute a curriculum for the ACE program at UNC-Charlotte, which educates the students about the architecture, construction, and engineering industries;

· Organize meetings with mentors and students twice per month during the school year to introduce and execute the program curriculum; 

· Assist the students with the completion of the year-long RFP project, as well as the students participation in any additional ACE events during the school year, including but not limited to ACE’s fall CANstruction Event; 

· Organize “field trips” during which students have the opportunity for “hands-on” contact with work traditionally done by architects, construction managers, and engineers; 
· Ensure an appropriate number of mentors are in attendance at both the monthly meetings and ACE events on behalf of the UNC-Charlotte team; 

· Coordinate any transportation needs for meetings, field trips, and events with Charlotte-Mecklenburg Schools; 

· Promote ACE internships, camps, and scholarship programs amongst the students;

· Comply with any and all policies and procedures established by the ACE Mentor Program of America, Inc., the ACE Mentor Program of Greater Charlotte, and Charlotte-Mecklenburg Schools; 
· Communicate any issues that arise during the school year through ACE’s Designated Contact Person; and

· Provide a minimum $5,000 unrestricted donation to ACE for the 2016-2017 school year.
In order to assist UNC-Charlotte in achieving its commitment as a Team Sponsor, ACE will:
· Assist as necessary to help facility the ACE program at UNC-Charlotte;
· Provide lesson plans and resource materials for the UNC-Charlotte mentors to assist UNC-Charlotte in developing curriculum for the school year;
· Coordinate communication between UNC-Charlotte and Charlotte Mecklenburg Schools concerning the ACE program as necessary; 
· Reimburse UNC-Charlotte mentors for normal and reasonable expenses incurred during the school year incurred related to the program (e.g., snacks for monthly meetings, supplies for CANstruction event); 
· Communicate any issues that arise during the school year through UNC-Charlotte’s Designated Contact Person;
